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A Credit Interpretation Request (CIR) can be submitted to the GBCSA if a project team feels that the Aim of Credit has clearly been satisfied via a solution that does not adhere to the stated Credit Criteria / Additional Guidance of the relevant Technical Manual. CIRs are reviewed and ruled upon by the CIR Review Panel consisting of members of the GBCSA’s Technical Advisory Group for the particular Category the CIR pertains to. The CIR rulings provided by the CIR Review Panel offer alternative compliance options whenever those have been deemed equivalent in meeting the Aim of Credit.*A CIR may only be submitted for a registered project.
